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Helpful Tips and Suggestions when visiting Inner Space Cavern
Ten things you should know to make your visit to Inner Space Caverns more enjoyable. 

· Parking is free of charge and is available for RV’s and busses. 

· The temperature inside the cavern is 72 Degrees with a relative humidity of 98%. Jackets are not necessary.  

· Please wear lightweight clothing and comfortable walking shoes which provide good traction on steep wet surfaces. Strollers, wheelchairs, walkers and crutches are not allowed due to the natural uneven terrain. 

· Cameras are welcome in the cavern. A flash is needed and we recommend high speed film. Disposable cameras are available for purchase in the gift shop.
· The Adventure Tour is an all walking, guided tour. The distance is 3/4 mile and descends 69 feet below the surface. It leaves approximately every 20- 30 minutes throughout the day. 

· The Explorer’s Tour is an all walking, guided tour. The distance is 1.2 miles and descends 69 feet below the surface. Please call for availability. 

· The Wild Cave Tour is a 3-4 hour spelunking tour. Please call for more information.  This tour is by reservation only.

· You can purchase bags of mining rough in our gift shop then visit the Inner Space Mining Company located conveniently on the premises. 

· Souvenirs, gifts, food and drinks are available for purchase in the Visitors’ Center.
